Thank you for your interest in the Volunteer Summer Serve Leadership Challenge
(V.S.S.L.C.) program. The V.S.S.L.C. program is a 2-week volunteer experience
with 4 sessions taking place through out the summer. The program is a
collaboration between Recreation and Parks and The Volunteer Center for Anne
Arundel County. The cost of the program is being subsidized by the Volunteer

4. Be prepared to make $30 non-refundable registration fee for 1 session and $90
for additional sessions.

5. Attend every day of each session chosen. Only absences with prior approval
from supervisors or doctors note are acceptable.
